Rules/Eligibility:   The 6th Annual Tucson Invitational will be conducted by the Tucson Figure Skating Club, Inc. in accordance with the applicable rules of United States Figure Skating as set forth in the 2005 Rulebook unless otherwise stated in this announcement.  This is a non-qualifying competition.  


This competition is open to all eligible skaters who are members of United States Figure Skating or Basic Skills members.  They may compete in the events of their choice according to their test level as of the close of entries or at one level higher.  A skater may not skate down any levels.  This competition is planned as a two day event.  Depending on the number of entries, the referee may schedule some events for Friday, March 4, 2005.  It is possible that some skaters will have events scheduled on all days.

Facility:  Polar Ice Tucson.  Polar Ice Tucson is a dual surface ice rink with each surface measuring 200’ x 85’ with slightly rounded corners.  The rink is located at 7333 E. Rosewood St., Tucson, AZ, 85710.  The rink’s telephone number is (520) 290-8800.  Press option 0 to speak to someone in the office.  Polar Ice Tucson is located on Tucson’s Eastside, just southeast of the intersection of Speedway and Kolb.  From Interstate 10, take Speedway east to Kolb Road.  Just past Kolb Rd (and the Wal-Mart), turn right on Finance Center Dr.  At the stop sign, turn left onto Rosewood.  Follow Rosewood to the arena (located on your left).
Entries and Fees:  All entries must be received no later than Feb. 12, 2005.  Late entries will be accepted at the discretion of the organizers.  Entry fees are per person.  NO refunds will be given after the closing date unless an event is canceled.  Entry forms must be filled out completely and returned with a check made payable to TUCSON FIGURE SKATING CLUB.  There will be a $25.00 fee on all returned checks.

Awards:  Awards will be given to 1st through 4th place in all events.  Competitor awards will be given to all skaters in the Basic Skills events.  Awards will be given in the Photography area following the posting of the scores.
Schedule of Events:  A schedule of events will be posted in the lobby of Polar Ice Tucson.  It will also be available for viewing on the Polar Ice Tucson website at http://www.polaricetucson.com.  

Practice Ice:  Practice ice will be available on Friday, March 4, 2005, and if possible, Saturday, March 5, and Sunday, March 6.  If you desire practice ice, please complete the attached request form and return with a check for $8.00 (made out to Tucson Figure Skating Club) for each 30 minute session requested.
Registration:  The registration desk will be located in the lobby of Polar Ice Tucson and will be open during the competition beginning one hour prior to the first event through the end of the last event.  Please register one hour before scheduled event time.
Music:  Compulsory dance music will be provided and the music selected will be at the discretion of the Competition Committee.  All other music shall be provided by the competitor on cassette tape or CD-R CDs only.  (No CD-RW CDs will be accepted).  Both should be clearly marked with the name of the skater, event entered, and length of the music (not the skating time).  In addition, if the music is provided on cassette, the side to be played must be clearly marked, and the tape must be rewound and cued to the beginning of the song.  No more than one song per tape or CD.  Time duration is +/- 10 seconds.  Music shall be turned in when skater signs in, and must be picked up at the registration table following the conclusion of the event.  It is strongly suggested that all competitors have a backup tape or CD available.  (Do not leave audio or video cassettes in a vehicle.  Even in March, the Arizona sun can create excessive heat, damaging the quality of recordings.)

Judging:  The closed system of judging will be used for all events.
Video Taping and Photographs:  Video tapes and photography will be provided by Snap-It Photography, and can be arranged for at the rink.  You may furnish your own tape or purchase one from the videographer.  Please remember that, while you may video tape your own child’s performance, you are not allowed to tape any other skater. No videos will be taken of compulsory events.  Group photos will be taken of the 1st four places.  Even if you do not plan to purchase a photo, please have your skater there so that the groups are complete.  Individual photos for all skaters will also be available.

Competition Events:  Skaters may compete in events of their choice according to their test level as of the close of entries.  If desired, they may skate one level higher, but may not skate lower.  For the purposes of these rules, the test requirements shall be those of United States Figure Skating.  The referee reserves the right to combine events as needed.  
Basic Skills Events

The competition is open to ALL skaters who are current eligible (ER 1.00) members of either the Basic Skills Program and/or are members of U.S. Figure Skating.  Members of other organizations are eligible to compete but must be registered with the host Basic Skills Program/Club or any other Basic Skills Program/Club.

Eligibility will be based on skill level as of closing date of entries.  All SNOWPLOW SAM and BASIC SKILLS SKATERS THROUGH BASIC 8 must compete at the highest level passed.  No Test competitors may not have passed any US Figure Skating Free Skating tests but may have passed up to and including the Preliminary Moves in the Field test.

Skaters in other events may skate at highest level passed OR one level higher BUT not both levels in the same event during the same competition and may have passed Pre-Preliminary Moves in the Field.  For events that are “Beyond the Basics” (Beginner, Pre-Preliminary and Preliminary) the U.S. Figure Skating rulebook #1032 applies.

Basic Skills Freeskating Events:  The skating order of the required elements is optional.  There are not restrictions as to how many times elements are executed, how long a glide is, the number of revolutions in a spin, etc., unless otherwise stated.  The skater may use elements from a previous level, but deductions will be taken if elements from a higher level are skated.  A minimum number of connecting steps are allowed.  Vocal music is allowed.  Time is 1:00 +/- 10 seconds, and the program will be skated on full ice.

Artistic Programs:  Skaters will compete to the music of their choice.  Vocal music is allowed.  Light and Dramatic programs will be combined at the Snowplow Sam through Freeskate 6 levels. Skaters must enter the Artistic Program at the same level as Freeskating, therefore, jumps/spins will be restricted to that level.  Maximum duration is the same as for the Freeskating programs, with the exception that there is no minimum time.  The Artistic program is one in which the skating moves are selected for their value in enhancing the skater’s artistry and interpretation of the music rather than for technical difficulty.  Credit for jumps and spins will be based solely on their choreographic creativeness.  The program should be an integrated exploration of the music; it should not be merely a collection of pleasing or spectacular moves with emphasis being placed on skating skills.  Skating attire must be suitable for a family event and should reflect the character of the music.  Any ornamentation to the clothing must be firmly fastened so as not to fall off while skating under normal competitive conditions.  Only hand-held props are permitted.  Hand-held props may be set down on the ice but must not leave any residue or mar the ice.

The Artistic program is one in which the skating moves are selected for their value in enhancing the skater’s artistry and interpretation of the music rather than for technical difficulty.  Credit for jumps and spins will be based solely on their choreographic creativeness.  The program should be an integrated exploration of the music; it should not be merely a collection of pleasing or spectacular moves with emphasis being placed on skating skills.  Skating attire must be suitable for a family event and should reflect the character of the music.  Any ornamentation to the clothing must be firmly fastened so as not to fall off while skating under normal competitive conditions.  Only hand-held props are permitted.  Hand-held props may be set down on the ice but must not leave any residue or mar the ice.  

Interpretive Event

Interpretive events will be offered for Freeskate 1-6, No Test through Novice and Adult.  Programs will be judged on artistic impression, choreography and pattern, creativity, musical interpretation, posture and carriage.  Skaters will create a program (without coaching) to music that is pre-selected by the Organizing Committee.  The program lengths will be approximately 1 minute to 1:30. Skaters must be checked in with the monitor 45 minutes prior to the event where they will receive specific instructions.  Prior to each event, the music will be played for the competitors off ice in a locker room.  During the on ice warm-up, the skaters will hear the selected music two more times.  Following the warm-up, all skaters will be escorted to a locker room or another are of the arena so as not to view the performing skater.  Once the skaters report to the locker room, no coaching or outside contact, other than the assigned monitor, is allowed.  Outside contact once the skater has reported to the locker room may result in the skater being withdrawn from the event.

Spins
Spins shall be skated in a simple program with no extra or repeated elements.  Connecting footwork may be incorporated into the program but should be kept to a minimum and will not be judged.  Spins may be completed in any order.  Ladies and men will be combined for this event.  Event will be held on HALF ICE for ALL levels.  Each skater will be allowed one attempt at each required element, solo spin required revolutions will be in position.  One mark shall be given to each skater following the completion of the program.  Skaters must compete at their free-skating test level as of the close of entries (or one level higher).  Level 1 includes free-skating levels below Pre-Preliminary.

· Level 1 (1:00 maximum)

· Two Foot Spin

· Forward Upright spin

· Pre-Preliminary (1:30 maximum)

· Forward scratch spin

· One foot upright back spin

· Sit spin

· Preliminary (1:30 maximum)

· Forward scratch spin/back scratch spin combination

· Sit spin

· Forward camel/forward sit spin combination

· Pre-Juvenile, Juvenile, & Open Juvenile (1:30 maximum)

· Layback spin, minimum 3 revolutions (Men: scratch spin)

· Camel spin, minimum 4 revolutions

· Combination spin with only one change of foot and only one change of position, minimum 3 revolutions per foot

· Intermediate (1:30 maximum)

· Camel change camel spin, minimum 4 revolutions each foot

· Sit spin, minimum 5 revolutions

· Combination spin with at least one change of foot and at least one change of position, minimum 5 revolutions each foot

· Novice  (1:30 maximum)

· Flying camel spin, minimum 5 revolutions 

· Ladies:  Layback spin, minimum 5 revolutions.  Men:  Sit spin, minimum 5 revolutions

· Combination spin with one change of foot and three changes of position, minimum 5 revolutions each foot

· Junior  (1:30 maximum)

· Flying sit spin or flying camel spin, minimum 8 revolutions

· Camel spin, minimum 8 revolutions 6 revolutions each foot

· Combination spin – Ladies:  Sit, layback, back sit, minimum 6 revolutions each foot.  Men:  Camel, sit, back sit, minimum 6 revolutions each foot.

· Senior  (1:30 maximum)

· Flying spin of skater’s choice, minimum of 8 revolutions

· Combination spin with two changes of foot and three changes of position, minimum of 6 revolutions each foot

· Adult  (1:30 maximum)

· Sit spin, minimum three revolutions

· Camel spin, minimum three revolutions

· Combination spin with one change of foot

Dance Events

Solo Dances:  Only one round will be skated for all Solo Dances.  Men’s and Ladies’ events will be combined.  Adults (age 25 and over) will be assigned separately from the younger skaters if there are enough competitors.  Skaters may enter at the highest level passed, or one level higher.
